Korean American Coalition – Los Angeles is proud to announce its 23rd Annual College Summer Internship Program!  This program is designed to provide personal and professional development opportunities for Korean American college students and to encourage them to take on future leadership roles in the Korean American community.  

In addition to providing internship opportunities in Governmental/Political, Non Profit, and Media positions, this year, KAC-LA will be working with The Korean Investors and Traders Association of Southern California (“KITA”) to provide internship opportunities with Korean Conglomerates based here in the United States.
Program Description

Our program provides an exciting opportunity for Korean American college students to work directly with professionals in a particular field of interest while engaging in hands-on community organizing and problem solving.
Program details:

· 9 week duration;
· 12 interns will be selected;
· Internship placements:  government/political offices, international corporations, and media offices in the Los Angeles area;
· $1,000.00 stipend;
· Transportation and housing not included.
The program begins at the 28th annual KAC National College Leadership Conference where participants hone their leadership skills within the context of their Korean American identities.

Upon completion of the conference, our interns spend their summers in their respective sponsor offices for four days per week where they gain insight into the operations of their chosen field.
Past internship sponsors have included Samsung America, KTLA, FOX, KSCI, KNBC, Senator Kevin Murray, Congressman Xavier Becerra, Governor Schwarzenegger, Public Counsel Law Center and Neighborhood Legal Services.
KAC interns also spend one day per week at the KAC-LA office working on community-building projects. In addition to their rigorous work weeks, our interns often volunteer their weeknights and weekends to work on various community projects.

Past projects have included redistricting of Koreatown, Los Angeles riots archive and artifact collection, and voter registration and education.


Qualifications

All applicants must meet the following criteria:
· Enrolled in a four-year college or university;
· Familiarity with the Korean American community;
· Knowledge of Korean language.
